Where does this leave
the philosophers, the
scholars, and the world’s
brilliant debaters?

God chose
things that the world
considers nothing at all to
bring to nothing the things

that the world considers
important. Therefore, no
one can ever boast in the
presence of God!No flesh
should glory in His
presence.

Would any of vyou
having a lawsuit against
his brother bring it before
a court of pagan
unrighteous men instead
of the community of
God’s people? Someday,
the Christians are going
to judge the world. Do
you not know that we are
going to judge and reward
angels. Are you
incompetent to judge the
most trivial matters of
everyday life? If therefore
you have common or
business disputes, you
would do better to appoint
the most insignificant of
your own number as
judges than to go to
outside judges that are
not even Christians! | say
this deliberately to rouse
your sense of shame.

Even to have law-suits
with one another at all, is
evidence that you have
utterly failed. Why not
rather prefer to put up
with wrong.?

at that. It would be far
more honoring to the Lord
to let yourself be cheated.
Instead of this, you
yourselves do wrong and
fraud and rob others, yes,
even your brothers.

Don’t be misled, people
who are sexually immoral,
lives in sexual sin,
worships idols, who are
guilty of either adultery or
of homosexual
perversion, thieves,
greedy, covetous,
slanderers, or drunkards
and partyizers,
extortioners shall not
inherit or have any share
in the kingdom of God.
Some of you were just
these kind of characters
at one time but now your
sins are washed away

and you became Christ’s
people and are set apart
to God. You have been
put in right standing with
God because of what the
Lord Jesus and the Spirit
of God have done for you.

INSTRUCTIONS ON MARRIAGE

Concerning the questions
you raised in your letter. It is
good for a man to have no
intercourse with a woman but
live a celibate life. It would be
well for a man to remain single.
However, because of the
temptation to immorality, let
every man have his own wife
and every woman have her own
husband. The husband should
not deprive his wife of sexual
intimacy which is the right as a
married woman, nor should the
wife deprive her husband but
give him his due. The wife gives
authority over her body to the
husband and the husband gives
gives authority over his body to
the wife. Do not deprive each
other of sexual relations. The
only exception to this rule would
be the agreement of both to
refrain from sexual intimacy for a
limited time so they can give give
themselves more completely to
prayer. After that come together
again that Satan tempt you not
through your fleshly passions
and lack of self control. As a
suggestion and not a rule, | wish
that everyone could get along
without marrying just as ldo.
But we are not all the same, God
gives some the gift of marriage
and others the gift of
singleness. | say to the
widows and the unmarried, it is
better to remain single and
unattached just as | am but if you
cannot contain, restrain, and
control yourselves, get married!
It is better to marry than to burn.
It is better to marry than to burn
with passionate desire and be
tortured by unsatisfied desire.
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MORE WORDS ON MARRIAGE

To those who are

already married my
instructions are- or
rather not my
instructions but the
Lord’'s command. Let

the wife not kave or be
separated from her
husband. If she s
already parted from him,
let her remain single or
be reconciled with her
husband. Let not a
husband divorce or put
away his wife. | will
speak to the rest of you
even though | do not
have a direct command
from the Lord. If a
brother has a wife who is
an unbeliever and she is

pleased to dwell with him, he
should not divorce her. And if
a Christan woman has a
husband who is an unbeliever
and he is willing to continue
living with her she must not
leave him. For the
unbelieving man has become
associated with Christ’s
people while the wife brings
holiness to the marriage. And
the Christian husband brings
holiness to his marriage.
Otherwise your children would
not have a Godly influence.
Remember, your spouse
might be converted because
of you. Everyone must live

ol

the life which the Lord has
assigned and called them to.
The rule | teach in all our
congregations is that if a man
is saved who is circumcised,
let him not try to disguise it. If
a man is saved who is
uncircumcised, let him not be
circumcised. Circumcision is
nothing and uncircumcision is
nothing. Obedience to God’s
commandments is everything.
Every one must remain
in the same life in which he
is called . If you were a slave
or servant when you became
a Christian, don't let that
worry you or annly you. If you
have opportunity to become
free then do that. The slave
who received the call to
salvation in the Lord is a
freedman of the Lord. The

free man that is called to
salvation is the slave of the
Lord Jesus Chris. God
bought you and paid for your
redemption at a tremendous
cost. Stop becoming slaves
and servants to men and the
world.

Brethren let every man
wherein he is called, therein
abide with God.

Itis my
opinion that she would be
happier if she remained
unmarried.

However, every
person does not have
that knowledge. Some
think of idols as being
real and eating of the
meat to be worship of it.
Their conscience is not
easy, being weak, and so
incurs quilt.  Our food
cannot change our place
in God’s sight. We do not
gain or lose anything if
we eat or we do not. Do
not let vyour liberty
become a stumbling
block to them that are
weak.

If one without
knowledge see one with
knowledge eat of meat
offered to idols it
encourages the weak one
to be hardened to his
conscience so that he is
ruined by what you call

your knowledge. When
you sin in this way
against your fellow

Christians, injuring their
weak conscience, you sin
against Christ. If eating
meat causes a brother to
sin, abstain from meat
rather than be the reason
for him sinning.



Paul gives up Rights for Christ

Is there any doubt that |
am a genuine messenger and
apostle? Can you deny that |
am free from man’s authority?
Have | not seen Jesus Christ
our Lord with my own eyes?
Are you not the fruits of my
labor in the Lord? Even if
other people should refuse to
recognize my divine
commission, to you | shall
always be a true messenger
for you are yourselves the
seal of my apostleship in the
Lord. You are living proof of
God'’s call to me. My answer
to those who question my
authority is “Can’t | claim the
same privilege the other
apostles do of being a guest
in homes?” Do they deny my
right to carry a believing wife
with me on my journeys as
the rest of the Apostles do?
Or is it Barnabas and | only
that have no right to refrain
from working for a living. Did
you ever hear of a man
serving in the army at his own
expense? Who plants a
vineyard without eating of its
fruits? What shepherd tends
his flock and does not taste
the milk? This isn't merely
human opinion. Doesn’t
God'’s law say the same thing
for the law of Moses says, “Do
not keep an ox from eating as
it treads out the grain.” (Deut
25:4) Do you think that God
was thinking only of oxen
when He said this? Is he not
not clearly speaking in our
interest? Of course this law
was written in our interest

because the ploughman
needs to plough in hope. If
we have sown for you the
seed of spiritual things, is it
too much if we reap your
material benefits? Yet | have
not used my power but forego
every claim so that | may not
in any way hinder the
progress of Christ's gospel.
Do you know that those who
perform the temple service
get their living from the
temple? Those who attend
the altar share in the
sacrificial offerings. On the
same principle the Lord has h
ordered that those who

proclaim the gospel should
get their living by the gospel.
But for my part, | have never
availed myself of any of these
rights nor do | intend to claim
it in this letter.

| would rather

die than let anyone deprive
me of this, my one source of
pride. Proclaiming the gospel
gives me no ground of
boasting for I am compelled
to-do so by order of my
Master for a curse is on me if |
don't. If 1 do this work
because | chose to do so, |
am entitled to a reward. But
God has chosen me and
given me this sacred trust and
| have no choice.

What is my pay for this? To
present the good news free of
all cost, never demanding my
rights as a preacher. | am not
bound to obey anyone just
because he pays my salary. |
have made myself everyone’s
slave that | might win more to

Christ.  When | am with the
Jews, | become one of them
so that | can bring them to
Christ. When | am with the
Gentiles, | fit in with them as
much as | can so that | gain
their confidence and bring
them to Christ. | obey the law
of Christ. | try to find common
ground with them so that |
might win them to Christ.
Remember that in a race,
everyone runs but one gets a
prize that fades away but we
do it for an eternal prize.
You nust run in such a way
that you will win.

A
woman should wear a

covering on her head as a
sign of authority because the
angels are watching. 7. In
relationships, among God'’s
people, men are not
independent of women and
women are not independent
of men. The first woman
came from man, all men have
been born of woman ever
since and everything comes
from God.

There is confusion or there
is order of responsibility. Man
is appointed to be head of the
household. The new
covenant does not try to
change people and customs
of the day and location from
without but over time from
within. Do not be @mncerned
that you are not drawn to first
century customs of dress and
behavior. Paul does not say
that this is from the Lord as he
does the Lord’s supper on the
next page.

Do not lose the real
issue of this chapter which
is: that men and women
both prayed, taught and
prophesied as a part of the
worship service of the first
century church. In twenty-
first century clothes, men
and women should both
pray, teach, and prophesy
as a part of the worship
service of today’s church.




THE LORD’S SUPPER

In this next issue, |
cannot give you praise. It
sounds as if you do more
harm than good when you
come together as a church.
| hear that divisions and
cligues prevail and there
must be some truth in it.

There must be cliques,
dissensions, and
differences of opinion

among you.When you hold
your meetings, it is not
possible to eat the Lord’s
supper for each of you is in
a rush to eat his own
supper and one has not
enough food and another is
drunk. Don’t you have
houses to eat and drink in?
Or do you really want to
disgrace the church of God
and shame the poor?

No one who says Jesus
iIs cursed can be speaking
under the influence of the
Spirit of God.
No man can
say Jesus is
Lord unless
he is inspired
by the Holy
Spirit.

There
are diversities
of gifts which
are distinctive
gifts of grace
but the same
Spirit  gives
the different
gifts to
different
people.
There are a
variety of

ways of
serving the
Lord but it is

the same Lord who is served.
There are different kinds of
service and things done but it
iIs the same God who does
the work through all of us.
Each one of us is given a gift
by the Spirit to use for the
good of all of the church.

Just as the human body has

many parts, so it is with the body of
Christ. ~ Some of us were Jews or
Gentiles, some of us are fee and
some are slaves but we have all
received the same Spirit The body
has many different part not just one.

If | could speak in
any and every
language of men and
even of angels, and
have not love in my
heart, | would only be
making meaningless
noise like a clashing
cymbal. Even if |
could speak God’s
word and preach with
the qift of prophecy,
and understand all
sacred secrets and
had all kind of
knowledge, and
though | have all
absolute faith that |
can move mountains,
and have not love, |
am nothing.

Though | distribute all |
possess for charity and
give away all that | have
to feed the poor, and
though | were burned
alive for preaching the
Gospel and have not
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love, it goes for nothing
and | am not in the least
benefited.

Love is very patient,
very kind and gracious.
Love never comes to
jealousy, envy or is
boastful, it is not arrogant
or conceited. It never is
rude or unmannerly or
selfish insisting on having
its own way. Love bears

no malice and keeps no
score of wrongs. It
rejoices not in
wrongdoing but is always
glad when truth prevails.

superseded. Preaching
will  be done with.

things.

Now we see things
through a poor mirror but
then we will see clearly.
All I know now is in part
and incomplete, but | will
know everything
completely just as God

knows me now. There
are three things: faith,
hope, and love. The

greatest of these is love.

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The latest on Tongues and Prophecy

Keep on pursuing love but
stil  keep cultivating your
spiritual gifts. The highest gift
you can wish for is prophecy.
When a man talks a strange
language, he doesn't talk to
people but unto God: for no
one catches the meaning, but
in the spirit he is speaking of
sacred secrets. On the other
hand, when a man prophesies
he is talking to men and his
words have power to build
and help others grow, to
encourage, stimulate and
comfort them. When you talk
in a strange language, you
encourage yourself but when
you speak God's Word, you
help the church be
encouraged. | would like for
all of you to speak in strange
languages, but | would rather
have you speak God’s Word
for greater is he that
prophesieth than he that
speaks with tongues unless
he interprets what he says so

that the faith of the
congregation may be
strengthened. Suppose |

came to you speaking with
tongues, how can | help you
unless I tell you what God has
told me through instruction,
enlightenment, preaching and
teaching? Musical
instruments are examples of
the need to speak plain
English rather than in
unknown languages. Unless
each note is sounded clearly,
no one will recognize the
tune. Likewise, if you do not
use words easy to

understand, you will be
pouring words into empty air.
There are many sounds and
each one has meaning. If | do

"\

not understand the meaning
of what is said, | shall be as a
foreigner to the speaker and
the speaker will be a foreigner
to me. You are eager for the
gifts of the Spirit. Be eager to
excel in those that build up
the faith of the church. If you
speak in tongues, pray for the
power to interpret.

If I pray in an unknown
tongue, my spirit prays but my
understanding is  unfruitful
because | don’'t know what |
am saying. What shall | do? |
will pray with the spirit, and |
will pray with the
understanding. | will sing with
the spirit and | will sing with
the understanding. If you
praise God only in the spirit,
how shall those in the room

with you praise Him with you?
How shall they give thanks
with you when they don'’t
understand what you are
saying? No doubt you will be
giving thanks well, but it
doesn’t help the other people
present.

| thank God that | speak in
tongues more than all of you.
But in a church meeting |
would much rather speak five
understandable words that will
help others than ten thousand
words in an unknown
language.

Don’t be childish in your
understanding of these things
but be innocent of evil. It is
written,”l will speak to my own
people through unknown

Speaking in Tongues is a sign for
unbelievers, not believers.

Prophecy is for believers, not
unbelievers.

languages and through the
lips of foreigners but even
then they will not listen to me.”
says the Lord. (quote of Is
28:11-12)

Speaking in tongues is a sign
for unbelievers not believers,
but prophecy is for the benefit
of believers not unbelievers.
If a lost person comes in and
hears tongues, he will think
you are crazy. If a lost person
comes in and hears prophecy,
he will be convicted of sin
and fall down and beg God for
forgiveness and worship God
saying “God is really here
among you.”

THE RESURRECTION

Brothers and sisters in
Christ, let me remind you of the
good news that | preached to you
before, which you received and
squarely stand in faith upon this
wonderful message, which is the
source of your salvation if you
cling to the words | used in telling
it to you unless your faith has no
meaning at al by believing
something that was never true in
the first place. | passed on to you
the primary principles of
the gospel: how Christ died
for our sns just as the
scriptures foretold and he
was buried and that herose
again the third day just as
the scriptures said he would.
He was seen by Peter and the
twelve, after that he was seen by
five hundred simultaneoudly, the
majority of whom survive to this
day! After that he was seen by
James and the apostles. Last of all
he was seen by me aso long after
the others thought | had been born
too late. | am the least of the
apostles and unworthy to be called
an apostle because | persecuted the
church. By the grace of God, | am
what | am! Whatever | am now it
isall because God poured out such
kindness and grace upon me and
his grace which was bestowed
upon me was not without fruit,
results, and for nothing. | have
worked hard yet not | but God
working in me. It does not matter
if | preach or they preach, the
important thing is that you believe
what we preached to you.




I'M GONNA RISE AGAIN

Since we preach that Christ rose from the
dead, why are some of you saying there will
be no resurrection of the dead? If there is no
resurrection of the dead, then Christ must still
be dead. If He is dead, our preaching is
useless and without meaning. All the
apostles would be lying about God. And
those who trusted Christ and died are just
dead and gone. If our hope in Christ were
limited to this then we are unhappy beyond
all other men. The truth is that Christ did
rise and he was the very first to rise of all the
dead. Death came because of one man,
Adam and a man brought resurrection of the
dead, Jesus. Everyone dies because we all
are related to Adam. Those who are related
to Christ will be given new life.

These foolish
questions come from people
talking without using their
minds. In your own
experience, you know that a
seed must die, then a green
shoot come up out of the
seed, it is very different
from the seed you first
planted but a naked grain of
wheat or other grain and
God clothes it with the body
of His choice according to
His will. Every seed will
have its special body. All
forms of life are not the same,
humans have one flesh and
animals another. There are
bodies which exist in_the

world and bodies which exist

in the heavens. The beauty
of heavenly bodies is one
kind, the beauty of earthly
bodies is another.

One star is
different from another in glory.
So is the resurrection of the
dead. It is sown in corruption
or decomposition it is raised in
incorruption and can't decay.
It is sown in dishonour and
humiliation and raised in
splendor and glory. It is sown
in weakness and raised in
power. It is sown a physical
body, it is raised a body of the
spirit. As surely as there is
a human body, there is also
a spiritual body.
The first man

became a living man.

The

last Adam, (Christ) is a life-
giving spirit. Adam came from
the dust of the earth. Christ
came from Heaven. Just as
we are like Adam the man of
earth, so we well someday
be like Christ the man from
Heaven.

A physical body made of flesh
and blood cannot possess the
Kingdom of God. What is
decaying will never take part
in what is immortal. | declare
to you a secret truth that rot
all of us shall die but we shall
all be given new transformed
bodies.

2. Then we who are living will
be transformed so that we will
never die. 3. When this
happens then the scriptures
will come true:” Death is
overcome by life, O death
where is your sting?

Hos 13)

4. Sin is the sting that results
in death. 5. The Law gives
sin its power. Thanks to God
for giving us the victory
through Jesus Christ. Be
strong, be steady, be
enthusiastic about the
Lord’s work, for you know
that nothing you do for the
Lord is ever useless.
